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Exchange Students 2019/2020
APPLICATION INFORMATION

Exchange students have to be nominated by their home university. There has to be a valid bilateral agreement between the University of Warsaw (UW) and the student’s home university. In accordance with this agreement and the domain of studies a receiving department at the UW is assigned to each student. Decisions on whether to accept a student or not are taken by departmental coordinators who examine the applications case by case.
1. Application Deadlines 

· Fall semester (October – February) or full academic year - May 15th
· Spring semester (February – June) -  November 15th.
Late applications may be subject to rejection!

2. On-line Application Form
Submitting the on-line Application at the site: https:/irk.oferta.uw.edu.pl/en-gb/home/BWZ2019/ is obligatory. The first time the website is accessed a new account should be created.
3. Necessary documents:
The following documents should be uploaded in the on-line application:

· UW Application Form (including accommodation), printed, signed and stamped by a representative of the student’s home university;
· Transcript of Records from studies so far or the last achieved diploma (issued in English or Polish);
· Language Certificate proving the knowledge of the language in which the student wishes to study at the UW. B2 level of English or Polish is a minimum requirement at the UW. In case you do not have any internationally recognized language certificate, the following form can be used:

· Motivation Letter stating the reasons why you chose UW, your interests and disciplines you want to study here;
· Scan of a passport (with a photo and personal data) or national ID;
· Insurance policy (health and accident) covering the whole period of studies in Warsaw including travel (to be presented upon arrival);
· Electronic Photo – every student will receive an Electronic Student Card and therefore each student is asked to provide us with an electronic version of his/her photo. It should be uploaded in the online application. A photo in JPEG or PNG format is preferred in minimum size of 500 x 625 pixels which enables printing a photo in 2 cm x 2,5 cm size with proper quality. Pictures having larger size are also acceptable if they meet the mentioned proportions.

5. Language Requirements 

Incoming students are required to have at least a B2 level of English and/or Polish. Students coming to the UW to study languages should have at least a B2 level of the language they are going to study. 
6. Courses
The University of Warsaw course offer is available at: http://informatorects.uw.edu.pl/en/couses/ or by browsing through the directory at: https://usosweb.uw.edu.pl. The offer is updated on a regular basis. If you do not find any courses in your receiving unit for 2019/2020 academic year, please check their offer for 2018/2019 as most courses will stay the same. However, please note that courses may be subject to change or cancellation.
Each student should select courses from their main receiving unit. It is necessary to select at least two courses. Exchange Students are entitled to select courses from two additional units. 
7. ECTS points
Each student is allowed to take courses worth up to 30 ECTS per semester. Permission to take additional ECTS may be granted by the Vice Rector in special cases.

10. Accommodation

If you are interested in receiving a place in a student dormitory (Hall of Residence), please tick an appropriate box in your application. You do not need to contact the dormitory. We offer places in:
1.  Dorm 1 “Muchomorek”, 97/99 Żwirki I Wigury str., Ochota Campus (for all students), only double rooms available; 
2. Dorm 4, “Zamenhofa”, 10a Zamenhofa str., city center (for students of Economic Sciences, Psychology and Education), only double rooms available; 
3. University’s guest house “Sokrates”, 9 Smyczkowa str., Służew Campus (for students of the Faculty of Management, Center for Europe or American Studies Center), cost: 650 zl per month, single rooms in modules (two rooms, a bathroom and a kitchenette). 
More info: http://enbss.uw.edu.pl/dormitories/. Each dormitory has WiFi, laundry service and study room, bed linen is provided, no towels, no kitchen utensils; in Dorm 1 there is a grocery store, in “Sokrates” – a bar, in Dorm 4 – a gym. 

Please note: 

1) Each dormitory/guest house has its own rules and regulations you must comply with.

2) Administration offices in dormitories are open from 9 am to 3 pm, Monday to Friday, so if you are arriving after the office hours or in weekend, you must notify the dormitory managers, so that they can leave your keys and bed linen at reception desk. It does not apply to guest houses. 
11. Learning Agreement

Every incoming student must provide the University of Warsaw with his/her Learning Agreement (“Contract of Studies”) before the start of mobility, which has to be signed by a mobility coordinator at the student’s home university. It is possible to make changes to the Learning Agreement after the start of the semester.

12. Erasmus Student Network at the UW (ESN UW)

ESN is a student organization that supports student mobility. It works to improve the social and practical integration of exchange students (not only Erasmus ones). It offers programs: “Mentor” (buddy system) and “Tandem” (mutual language teaching), organizes trips, parties and other events for international and local students.
